The Corporation reserves the right not to deliver Series P Sharesto any person that the Corporation or its transfer agent has
reason to believeisaperson whose addressisin, or that the Corporation or itstransfer agent has reason to believeisaresident of, any
jurisdiction outside Canadaif such delivery would require the Corporation to take any action to comply with the securitieslaws of such
jurisdiction.

The Series P Shares and Series Q Shares are series of sharesin the same class. The conversion right entitles holdersto el ect
periodically which of the two series they wish to hold and does not entitle holders to receive a different class or type of securities.
Other than the different dividend rightsand redemption rights attached thereto, the Series P Sharesand Series Q Sharesareidenticd in
all material respects.

Purchase for Cancellation

Subject to the provisions described under “Certain Provisions of the Series Q Shares - Restrictions on Payments and
Reductions of Capital”, the Corporation may from timeto time purchase for cancellation al or any part of the Series Q Shares at any
price by tender to all holders of Series Q Sharesor through thefacilities of any stock exchange on whichthe Series Q Sharesarelisted,
or in any other manner, provided that inthe case of apurchasein any other manner the pricefor such Series Q Shares so purchased for
cancellation shall not exceed the highest price offered for aboard | ot of Series Q Shares on any stock exchange on which such shares
are listed on the date of purchase for cancellation, plus costs of purchase.

Rights on Liquidation

In the event of the liquidation, dissolution or winding-up of the Corporation, whether voluntary or involuntary, or any other
distribution of assets of the Corporation among its sharehol ders for the purpose of winding up its affairs, the holders of the Series Q
Shares shall be entitled to receive $25.00 per Series Q Share together with al accrued and unpaid dividends thereon (less any tax
requiredto be deducted and withheld by the Corporation) before any amount shall be paid or any property or assets of the Corporation
shall be distributed to the holders of junior shares. After payment to the holders of the Series Q Shares of the amount so payable to
them, they shall not, as such, be entitled to sharein any further distribution of the property, or assets of the Corporation.
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Restrictions on Payments and Reductions of Capital
So long as any Series Q Shares are outstanding, the Corporation shall not:

(@ call for redemption of, purchase, reduce stated capital maintained by the Corporation or otherwise pay off lessthan
all of the Series Q Shares and all other preference shares of the Corporation then outstanding ranking prior to or on
parity with the Series Q Shares with respect to payment of dividends;

(b) declare, pay or set apart for payment any dividends (other than stock dividendsin shares of the Corporation ranking
junior tothe Series Q Shares) on the Common Shares or any other sharesranking junior to the Series Q Shareswith
respect to payment of dividends; or

(c) call for redemption of, purchase, reduce stated capital maintained by the Corporation or otherwise pay for any shares
of the Corporation ranking junior to the Series Q Shares with respect to repayment of capita or with respect to
payment of dividends,

unlessall dividends up to and including the dividends payabl e on the last preceding dividend payment dates on the Series Q Sharesand
on all other preference shares then outstanding ranking prior to or on a parity with the Series Q Shares with respect to payment of
dividends shall have been declared and paid or set apart for payment at the date of any such action.

Voting Rights

Theholdersof Series Q Shares shall not be entitled to recei ve notice of or to attend or vote at meetings of the sharehol ders of
the Corporation, except as required by law. At any meeting of the holders of the preference sharesas aclassor at any joint meeting of
the holders of two or more series of the preference shares, each holder of preference shares entitled to vote thereat shall have on apoll
one one-hundredth of a votein respect of each dollar of the issue price of each share held.

Tax Election

The Series Q Shareswill be “taxable preferred shares” as defined in the Tax Act for purposes of thetax under Part 1V.1 of the
Tax Act applicableto certain corporate holders of the Series Q Shares. Theterms of the Series Q Shares require the Corporation to
make the necessary election under Part V1.1 of the Tax Act so that such corporate holderswill not be subject to thetax under Part 1V.1
of the Tax Act on dividendsreceived (or deemed to be received) on the Series Q Shares. See* Certain Canadian Federal Income Tax
Considerations — Dividends”.

Business Day

If any day on which any dividend on the Series Q Sharesis payable by the Corporation or on or by which any other actionis
required to be taken by the Corporation is not abusiness day, then such dividend shall be payable and such other action may be taken
on or by the next succeeding day that isabusinessday. For the purposes hereof, “ businessday” shall mean aday on which banks are
generally open for businessin each of Calgary, Albertaand Toronto, Ontario.

DEPOSITORY SERVICES

The Series P Shares and Series Q Shares will be issued in “book-entry only” form and must be purchased or transferred
through a participant in the CDS depository service (“CDS Participant”). The Corporation will cause a globa certificate or
certificates representing any newly issued Series P Shares or Series Q Sharesto be delivered to, and registered in the name of, CDSor
itsnominee. All rights of holders of SeriesP Sharesor SeriesQ Shares must be exercised through, and al payments or other property
to which such holder of Series P Shares or Series Q Shares, asthe case may be, is entitled, will be made or delivered by, CDS or the
CDS Participant through which the hol der of Series P Shares or Series Q Shares holds such shares. Each person who acquires SeriesP
Sharesor Series Q Shareswill receive only acustomer confirmation of purchase from the registered deal er from or through which the
Series P Shares or Series Q Shares are acquired in accordance with the practices and procedures of that registered dedler. The practices
of registered dealersmay vary, but generally customer confirmations areissued promptly after execution of acustomer order. CDSis
responsible for establishing and maintai ning book-entry accounts for its CDS Participants having interestsin the Series P Shares or
Series Q Shares.

The ability of abeneficial owner of Series P Shares or Series Q Shares to pledge such shares or otherwise take action with

respect to such owner’sinterest in such shares (other than through a CDS Participant) may be limited due to the lack of a physical
certificate.
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The Corporation has the option to terminate registration of the Series P Shares and Series Q Shares through the book-entry
only system, inwhich event certificatesfor SeriesP Shares and Series Q Sharesin fully registered formwill beissued to thebeneficia
owners of such shares or their nominees.

Neither the Corporation nor the Underwriters will assume any liability for: (@) any aspect of the records relaing to the
beneficial ownership of the Series P Shares or Series Q Shares held by CDS or the payments relating thereto; (b) maintaining,
supervising or reviewing any recordsrel ating to the Series P Shares or Series Q Shares; or (¢) any advice or representation made by or
with respect to CDS and those contained in this Prospectus Supplement and relating to the rules governing CDS or any action to be
taken by CDSor at the direction of its CDS Participants. Therulesgoverning CDS providethat it acts asthe agent and depository for
the CDS Participants. As aresult, CDS Participants must look solely to CDS and persons, other than CDS Participants, having an
interest in the Series P Shares or Series Q Shares must ook solely to CDS Participants for payments made by or on behalf of the
Corporation to CDS in respect of the Series P Shares or Series Q Shares.

If: (i) required by applicablelaw; (ii) thebook-entry only system ceasesto exist; (iii) CDSadvisesthe Corporationthat itisno
longer willing or ableto discharge properly itsresponsibilities as depository with respect to the Series P Shares or SeriesQ Sharesand
the Corporation is unableto | ocate aqualified successor; or (iv) the Corporation, at itsoption, decidesto terminate the book-entry only
system, then certificates representing the Series P Shares and Series Q Shares, as applicable, will be made available to shareholders.

The Corporation’ s dividend requirements on al of its preference shares, including giving effect to the issue of the Series P
Sharesto be distributed under this Prospectus Supplement and adj usted to abeforetax equivalent using an effectiveincometax rate of
21% at June 30, 2012 and 25% at December 31, 2011, amounted to approximately $183 million for the 12 months ended December 31,
2011 and approximately $173 million for the 12 months ended June 30, 2012.

CREDIT RATINGS

The Series P Shares have been rated Pfd-2(low) by DBRS Limited (“DBRS") and P-2 by Standard & Poor’s (“S& P”)
(DBRSand S& Pareeacha“Rating Agency”). Credit ratings areintended to provideinvestorswith anindependent measure of credit
quality of anissue of securities. The Rating Agencies’ ratings for an issuer’s preference shares may range from ahigh of Pfd-1toa
low of D for DBRS and from a high of P-1 to alow of D for S&P.

According to the DBRS rating system, securitiesrated Pfd-2 are of adequate credit quality. “High” or “low” gradesare used
toindicatetherelative standing within arating category. According to the S& P rating system, securitiesrated P-2 arelessvulnerable
to non-payment than other specul ativeissues. Theratingsfrom P-1to -3 may be modified by “high”, “mid” and “low” gradeswhich
indicate relative standing within the mgjor rating categories.

Credit ratings are intended to provideinvestors with an independent assessment of the credit quality of an issue or issuer of
securitiesand do not speak to the suitability of particul ar securitiesfor any particular investor. The credit ratingsassigned to the Series
P Shares may not reflect the potential impact of all risks onthe value of the Series P Shares. The credit ratingsaccorded to the Series P
Shares by the Rating Agencies are not recommendations to purchase, hold or sell such shares inasmuch as such ratings do not
comment as to market price or suitability for aparticular investor. Thereisno assurancethat any rating will remainin effect for any
given period of time or that any rating will not be revised or withdrawn entirely by a Rating Agency inthe futureif, in itsjudgment,
circumstances so warrant. Thelowering of any rating of the Series P Shares may negatively affect the quoted market price, if any, of
such shares.

PLAN OF DISTRIBUTION

Pursuant to an underwriting agreement (the “Underwriting Agreement”) dated as of September 4, 2012 among the
Corporation and the Underwriters, the Corporation has agreed to sell an aggregate of 16,000,000 Series P Sharesto the Underwriters,
and the Underwriters have severally (and not jointly or jointly and severally) agreed to purchase from the Corporation, as principal,
such Series P Shares at a price of $25.00 per Series P Share payable in cash against delivery on the Offering Closing Date. The
Underwriting Agreement provides that, in consideration of the services of the Underwriters in connection with the Offering, the
Corporation will pay the Underwriters afee of $0.25 per Series P Shareissued and sold by the Corporation to certain institutions, and
$0.75 per Series P Share for all other Series P Sharesissued and sold by the Corporation as part of the Offering, for an aggregate fee
payable by the Corporation of $12,000,000, assuming that no Series P Shares are sold to such institutions. The Underwriters’ feeis
payable on the Offering Closing Date and will be paid, a ong with the expenses of the offering, which are estimated to be $300,000,
from the general funds of the Corporation.

The terms of the Offering were established through negotiations between the Corporation and the Underwriters.

The obligations of the Underwriters under the Underwriting Agreement are several (and not joint or joint and several) and
may be terminated at their discretion upon the occurrence of certain stated events. If an Underwriter fails to purchase the Series P
Shareswhich it has agreed to purchase, the other Underwriters may, but are not obligated to, purchase such Series P Shares, provided
that, if the aggregate number of Series P Sharesnot purchased islessthan or equal to 10% of the aggregate number of Series P Shares
agreed to be purchased by the Underwriters, then each of the other Underwritersis obligated to purchase severally the Series P Shares
not taken up, on apro ratabasis or asthey may otherwise agree as between themselves. |If the aggregate number of Series P Sharesnot
purchased is greater than 10% of the aggregate number of Series P Shares agreed to be purchased by the Underwriters, then each of the
other Underwriters shall berelieved of itsobligationsto purchaseits respective percentage of the Series P Shares, subject to theterms
and conditions of the Underwriting Agreement. The Underwritersare, however, obligated to take up and pay for all SeriesP Sharesif
any Series P Shares are purchased under the Underwriting Agreement. The Underwriting Agreement aso provides that the
Corporation will indemnify the Underwriters and their respective directors, officers, shareholders, agents and employees against
certain liabilities and expenses.

The Underwriters proposeto offer the Series P Sharesinitially at the public offering price specified on the cover page of this
Prospectus Supplement. After the Underwriters have made a reasonable effort to sell al of the Series P Shares offered by this
Prospectus Suppl ement at the price specified herein, the offering price may be decreased and may befurther changed fromtimetotime
to an amount not greater than $25.00. In the event the offering price of the Series P Sharesis reduced, the compensation received by
the Underwriterswill be decreased by the amount by which the aggregate price paid by the purchasers for the Series P Sharesisless
than the gross proceeds paid by the Underwriters to the Corporation for the Series P Shares. Any such reduction will not affect the
proceeds received by the Corporation.

Subscriptionsfor Series P Shareswill be received subject to rejection or allotment inwholeor in part, and theright isreserved
to close the subscription books at any time without notice.
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The Corporation has applied to the TSX to list the Series P Shares and Series Q Shares. Listing will be subject to the
Corporation fulfilling all the listing requirements of the TSX. There can be no assurance that the Series P Shares and the Series Q
Shares will be accepted for listing on the TSX.

The Corporation has agreed that, subject to certain exceptions, it shall not issue or agree to issue any preference shares or
other securities convertibleinto, or exchangeable for, preference shares prior to 60 days after the Offering Closing Date without the
prior consent of TD SecuritiesInc., CIBC World MarketsInc., RBC Dominion Securities Inc. and ScotiaCapital Inc. on behalf of the
Underwriters, which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld.

Pursuant to policy statements of certain securitiesregulators, the Underwriters may not, throughout the period of distribution,
bid for or purchase Series P Shares. The policy statements allow certain exceptionsto the foregoing prohibitions. The Underwriters
may only avail themsel ves of such exceptions on the condition that the bid or purchase not be engaged in for the purpose of creating
actua or apparent activetrading in, or raising the price of, the Series P Shares. These exceptionsinclude abid or purchase permitted
under the Universal Market Integrity Rulesfor Canadian Marketpl aces of the Investment Industry Regul atory Organi zation of Canada,
relating to market stabilization and passive market making activitiesand abid or purchase madefor and on behalf of acustomer where
the order was not solicited during the period of distribution. Pursuant to thefirst mentioned exception, in connection with the Offering,
the Underwriters may over-allot or effect transactions which stabilize or maintain the market price of the Series P Shares at level sother
than those which otherwise might prevail on the open market. Such transactions, if commenced, may be discontinued at any time.

Neither the Series P Shares nor the Series Q Shares have been or will be registered under the U.S. Securities Act. They are
being sold only outside the United Statesto non-U.S. Persons (asthoseterms are defined under Regulation Sunder the U.S. Securities
Act) and may not be reoffered, resold, pledged or otherwise transferred in the United States or to U.S. Persons.

RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN THE CORPORATION'SLENDERSAND THE UNDERWRITERS

Each of the Underwriters is, directly or indirectly, an affiliate of a bank or other financial ingtitution that is one of the
Corporation’ slenders and to which the Corporationis currently indebted (collectively, the“ Affiliate Lenders’). Consequently, the
Corporation may be considered to be a connected issuer of such Underwriters under applicable securities laws.

At September 6, 2012, the Corporation wasindebted to the lenders under the Corporation’ s credit facilitiesin the aggregate
amount of approximately $162 million. The Corporation has complied with the instruments governing its credit facilities and no
breach thereof has ever been waived by any of the Affiliate Lenders. Except as otherwise disclosed in this Prospectus Supplement and
the Prospectus, thefinancial position of the Corporation has not changed substantially since theindebtedness under itscredit facilities
wasincurred. The Corporation intendsto use the net proceeds from the Offering to partially fund capital projects and to reduce short
term indebtedness of the Corporation and its affiliates, which short term indebtedness was used to fund the Corporation’s capital
program, and for other general corporate purposes and, as a consequence, net proceeds from the Offering may be paid to one or more
of the Affiliate Lenders. For more information, see “Use of Proceeds’ herein.

Thedecision to distribute Series P Shares pursuant to the Offering was made by the Corporati on and the determination of the
terms of the Offering was made through negoti ations between the Corporation and the Underwriters. The Affiliate Lenders did not
have any involvement in such decision or determination but have each been advised of the Offering and the termsthereof. Each of the
Underwriters, will receive its proportionate share of the aggregate underwriting commission payable by the Corporation to the
Underwriters.

CERTAIN CANADIAN FEDERAL INCOME TAX CONSIDERATIONS

In the opinion of McCarthy Tétrault LLP, counsel to the Corporation, and Fraser Milner Casgrain LLP, counsel to the
Underwriters, the following summary, as of the date hereof, describes the principa Canadian federal income tax considerations
generally applicable under the provisions of the Tax Act to a prospective purchaser of Series P Shares pursuant to this Prospectus
Supplement (a“Holder™) who, at all relevant times, for the purposes of the Tax Act, is (or is deemed to be) resident in Canada, holds
the Series P Shares and will hold the Series Q Shares, as applicabl e, ascapita property, dealsat arm’ slength with the Corporation and
isnot affiliated with the Corporation or the Underwriters and is not exempt from tax under Part | of the Tax Act. Generaly, the Series
P Shares or Series Q Shares will be considered to be capital property to aHolder provided the Holder does not hold the sharesin the
course of carrying on abusiness and has not acquired them in one or more transactions considered to be an adventure in the nature of
trade. Certain Holderswho might not otherwise be considered to hold their Series P Shares or Series Q Sharesas capital property may,
in certain circumstances, be entitled to have them and every other “ Canadian security” (as defined in the Tax Act) owned by themin
thetaxation year of the election and in al subsequent yearstreated as capital property by making theirrevocable e ection permitted by
subsection 39(4) of the Tax Act. Holders who will not hold their Series P Shares or their Series Q Shares, as applicable, as capita
property should consult their own tax advisers with respect to their own particular circumstances.

Thissummary isof ageneral natureonly andisnot intended to be, nor should it be construed to be, legal or tax advice
to any particular Holder of SeriesP Sharesor SeriesQ Shares. No representations are madewith respect to theincome tax
consequencesto any particular Holder. Consequently, prospective Holder sshould consult their own tax adviser swith respect
totheir particular circumstancesfor advicewith respect tothetax consequencesto them of acquiring, holding and disposing of
the Series P Shares or the Series Q Shares, including the application and effect of the income and other tax laws of any
country, province, state or local tax authority.

Dividends

Dividends (including deemed dividends) received (or deemed to be received) onthe Series P Shares or the Series Q Shares, as
the case may be, by an individual (other than certain trusts) will be included in the individua’s income and will be subject to the
gross-up and dividend tax credit rules normally applicable to taxable dividends received from taxable Canadian corporations.
Individuals are entitled to an enhanced gross-up and dividend tax credit in respect of “eligible dividends” received from taxable
Canadian corporations, such asthe Corporation, if such dividends have been designated as eligible dividends by the Corporation at or
before the time of payment. By noticein writing on the Corporation’ s website, the Corporation has designated all dividends paid by
the Corporation to be “€eligible dividends” within the meaning of the Tax Act unless otherwise notified.

Dividends received by a Holder who is an individua (other than certain trusts) may give riseto aliability for alternative
minimum tax.

Dividends (including deemed dividends) received on the Series P Shares or the Series Q Shares, as the case may be, by a
Holder which is a corporation will beincluded in computing the Holder’sincome and will generally be deductible in computing the
Holder’ staxableincome. A “private corporation”, as defined inthe Tax Act, or any other corporation controlled (whether by reason of
abeneficial interest in one or more trusts or otherwise) by or for the benefit of anindividual (other than atrust) or arelated group of
individuals (other than trusts), will generally be liable to pay a 33'43% refundable tax under Part IV of the Tax Act on dividends
received (or deemed to be received) on the Series P Shares or the Series Q Shares, asthe case may be, to the extent such dividends are
deductible in computing its taxableincome.

The Series P Shares and the Series Q Shareswill be “taxable preferred shares’ as defined in the Tax Act. Theterms of the
Series P Shares and the Series Q Shares require the Corporation to make the necessary el ection under Part V1.1 of the Tax Act so that
corporate Holders will not be subject to tax under Part 1.1 of the Tax Act on dividends received (or deemed to be received) on the
Series P Shares or the Series Q Shares.

Dispositions

A Holder who disposes of or isdeemed to dispose of Series P Sharesor Series Q Shares (on the redemption of such sharesor
otherwise but not including on aconversion of Series P Sharesinto Series Q Shares or aconversion of Series Q Sharesinto SeriesP
Shares) will generally realize a capita gain (or a capital 1oss) to the extent that the Holder’ s proceeds of disposition, net of any
reasonable costs of disposition, exceed (or are less than) the adjusted cost base of such shares to the Holder. The amount of any
deemed dividend arising on the redemption, acquisition or cancellation by the Corporation of SeriesP Sharesor Series Q Shares, asthe
case may be, will generally not beincluded in computing the Hol der’ s proceeds of disposition for purposes of computing the capita
gain (or capital loss) arising on the disposition of such Series P Shares or Series Q Shares, as the case may be.

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(or deemed to be received) on the Series P Shares or Series Q Shares or any share which was converted into such share. Analogous
rules apply to a partnership or trust of which a corporation, partnership or trust is amember or beneficiary.

Generdly, one-half of any capital gain will be included in computing the Holder’s income in the year of disposition as a
taxabl e capital gain and one-half of any capital loss (an “alowable capital 1oss’) must be deducted from the Holder’ s taxabl e capital
gainsintheyear of disposition. Allowable capital |ossesin excess of taxable capital gainsfor ataxation year generally may be carried
back up to three taxation years or carried forward indefinitely and deducted against net taxable capital gainsin those other taxation
years. Capital gains realized by an individual may give rise to aliability for aternative minimum tax. Taxable capital gains of a
“Canadian-controlled private corporation”, as defined in the Tax Act, may be subject to an additional refundable tax at a rate of 6%5%.

Redemption

If the Corporation redeems Series P Shares or Series Q Shares, or otherwise acquires or cancels Series P Shares or Series Q
Shares (other than by a purchase by the Corporation of the shares in the open market in the manner in which shares are normally
purchased by any member of the public in the open market), the Holder will be deemed to have received a dividend equal to the
amount, if any, paid by the Corporation (including any redemption premium) in excess of the paid-up capital (as determined for
purposes of the Tax Act) of such shares at such time. Generally, any excess of the amount paid over the amount of the deemed
dividend will betreated as proceeds of disposition for purposes of computing the capital gain or capital loss arising on the disposition
of such shares. See*“Dispositions’ above. Inthe case of acorporate holder, it ispossiblethat in certain circumstances all or part of
any such deemed dividend may be treated as proceeds of disposition and not as a dividend.

Conversion

The conversion of Series P Sharesinto Series Q Shares and the conversion of Series Q Sharesinto Series P Shareswill not
congtitute adisposition of property for purposes of the Tax Act and, accordingly, will not giverisetoacapital gain or capital loss. The
cost to a Holder of the Series P Shares or Series Q Shares, as the case may be, received on the conversion will, subject to the cost
averaging rules contained in the Tax Act for identical properties, be deemed to be equal to the Holder’s adjusted cost base of the
converted Series P Shares or Series Q Shares, as the case may be, immediately before the conversion.

ELIGIBILITY FOR INVESTMENT

In the opinion of McCarthy Tétrault LLP, counsel to the Corporation, and Fraser Milner Casgrain LLP, counsel to the
Underwriters, the Series P Shares offered hereby and the Series Q Shares, if issued on the date hereof, generally would be qualified
investments under the Tax Act and the Regulationsfor atrust governed by aregistered retirement savings plan (“ RRSP”), aregistered
retirement income fund (“RRIF"), aregistered education savings plan, aregistered disability savings plan, adeferred profit sharing
plan, or atax-free savings account (“ TFSA™). However, the holder of atrust governed by a TFSA, or the annuitant under aRRSP or
RRIF which holdsthe Series P Shares or Series Q Shareswill be subject to apenalty tax if the holder or the annuitant, asthe case may
be, doesnot dea at arm’ slength with the Corporation for the purposes of the Tax Act or, if the holder or the annuitant, asthe case may
be, has a“significant interest”, within the meaning of the Tax Act, in the Corporation or in a corporation, partnership or trust with
which the Corporation does not deal at arm’slength for the purposes of the Tax Act.

Prospectiveinvestorswho intend to hold Series P Shares or Series Q Sharesin their TFSA, RRSP or RRIF should
consult their own tax advisorsregarding their particular circumstances.

RISK FACTORS

Aninvestment in the Series P Shares offered hereunder involves certain risks. |n addition to the other information contained
in this Prospectus Supplement and the accompanying Prospectus, and in the documentsincorporated by referencetherein, prospective
purchasers of Series P Shares should consider carefully the risk factors set forth below, as well as the risk factors referenced in the
accompanying Prospectus under the heading “Risk Factors”.

Market for Securities

Thereis currently no market through which the Series P Shares may be sold and purchasers of Series P Shares may not be
ableto resell the Series P Shares purchased under this Prospectus Supplement. The price offered to the public for the Series P Shares
and the number of Series P Sharesto beissued have been determined by negotiations among the Corporation and the Underwriters.
Thepricepaidfor each Series P Share may bear no rel ationship to the price at which the Series P Shareswill tradein the public market
subsequent to this Offering. The Corporation cannot predict at what pricethe Series P Shareswill trade and there can be no assurance
that an active trading market will develop for the Series P Sharesor, if devel oped, that such market will be sustained. The Corporation
has applied tolist and post for trading the Series P Shares and Series Q Sharesonthe TSX. Listing will be subject to the Corporation
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fulfilling all the listing requirements of the TSX. There can be no assurance that the Series P Shares and Series Q Shares will be
accepted for listing on the TSX.

Market Price

The market price of the Series P Shares and Series Q Shares may fluctuate due to a variety of factors relative to the
Corporation’ sbusiness, including announcements of new devel opments, fluctuationsin the Corporation’ s operating results, sales of the
Series P Shares and Series Q Sharesin the marketplace, failure to meet analysts' expectations, any public announcements made in
regard to this Offering, the impact of various tax laws or rates and general market conditions or the worldwide economy. In recent
years, stock markets have experienced significant price fluctuations, which have been unrelated to the operating performance of the
affected companies. There can be no assurance that the market price of the Series P Shares and Series Q Shares will not experience
significant fluctuations in the future, including fluctuations that are unrelated to the Corporation’s performance.

Prevailing yields on similar securitieswill affect the market val ue of the Series P Shares and Series Q Shares. Assuming all
other factors remain unchanged, the market value of the Series P Shares and Series Q Shares would be expected to decline as
prevailing yields for similar securities rise and would be expected to increase as prevailing yields for similar securities decline.
Spreads over the Government of CanadaYield, T-Bill Rate and comparable benchmark rates of interest for similar securitieswill also
affect the market value of the Series P Shares and the Series Q Sharesin an ana ogous manner.

Dividends

Provisions of varioustrust indentures and credit arrangements to which the Corporation is aparty restrict the Corporation’s
ability to declare and pay dividends under certain circumstances and, if such restrictions apply, they may, in turn, have an impact on
the Corporation’s ability to declare and pay dividends on the Series P Shares and Series Q Shares. Thedividend ratein respect of the
Series P Shares will reset on March 1, 2019 and every five years thereafter. The dividend rate in respect of the Series Q Shareswill
reset quarterly. In each case, the new dividend rate is unlikely to be the same as, and may be lower than, the dividend rate for the
applicable preceding dividend period.

Investmentsin the Series Q Shares, given their floating interest component, entail risks not associated with investmentsin the
Series P Shares. The resetting of the applicable rate on a Series Q Share may result in alower yield compared to fixed rate Series P
Shares. The applicable rate on a Series Q Share will fluctuate in accordance with fluctuations in the T-Bill Rate on which the
applicablerateisbased, whichinturn may fluctuate and be affected by anumber of interrel ated factors, including economic, financia
and palitical events over which the Corporation has no control. See “Details of the Offering — Dividends on Series Q Shares’.

Credit Ratings

Thecredit ratings applied to the Series P Shares are an assessment, by the Rating Agencies, of the Corporation’ s ahility to pay
its obligations. The credit ratings are based on certain assumptions about the future performance and capital structure of the
Corporation that may or may not reflect the actual performance or capital structure of the Corporation. Changesin credit ratings of the
Series P Shares may affect the market price or value and the liquidity of the Series P Shares. There is no assurance that any credit
rating assigned to the Series P Shares will remain in effect for any given period of time or that any rating will not be lowered or
withdrawn entirely by the relevant rating agency. See*“ Credit Ratings”.

Insolvency or Winding-Up

The Series P Shares and Series Q Shares are equity capital of the Corporation which rank equally with other preference
shares, if any, in the event of an insolvency or winding-up of the Corporation. If the Corporation becomesinsolvent or iswound up,
the Corporation’ s assets must be used to pay liabilities and other debt before payments may be made on the Series P Shares, Series Q
Shares and other preference shares, if any.

Automatic Conversion

Aninvestment inthe Series P Shares, or in the Series Q Shares, as the case may be, may become an investment in Series Q
Shares, or in Series P Shares, without the consent of the hol der in the event of an automatic conversion in the ci rcumstances described
under “Details of the Offering — Conversion of Series P Sharesinto Series Q Shares’ and “Details of the Offering — Conversion of
Series Q Sharesinto Series P Shares’. Upon automatic conversion of the Series P Sharesinto Series Q Shares, thedividend rateon the
Series Q Shares will be afloating rate that is adjusted quarterly by reference to the T-Bill Rate which may vary from time to time
while, upon the automatic conversion of the Series Q Sharesinto Series P Shares, the dividend rate on the Series P Shareswill be, for
each five-year period, afixed ratethat isdetermined by reference to the Government of CanadaYield on the 30™ day prior to thefirst
day of each suchfive-year period. Inaddition, holders may be prevented from converting their Series P Sharesinto SeriesQ Sharesin

No Fixed Maturity

Neither the Series P Shares nor the Series Q Shares have a fixed maturity date and are not redeemable at the option of the
holders of SeriesP Sharesor the Series Q Shares, asapplicable. Theability of aholder toliquidateitsholdingsof SeriesP Sharesand
the Series Q Shares, as applicable, may be limited.

Redeemable

The Corporation may choose to redeem the Series P Shares and/or the Series Q Shares from timetotime, in accordancewith
itsrights described under “ Detail s of the Offering— Redemption of Series P Shares” and “ Detail s of the Offering — Redemption of
the Series Q Shares’, including when prevailing interest rates are lower than yield borne by the Series P Shares and the Series Q
Shares. If prevailing rates are lower at the time of redemption, apurchaser would not be ableto reinvest the redemption proceedsina
comparable security at an effective yield as high as the yield on the Series P Shares or the Series Q Shares being redeemed. The
Corporation’ s redemption right also may adversely impact a purchaser’s ability to sell Series P Shares and Series Q Shares.

RECENT DEVELOPMENTS

On September 5, 2012, the Corporati on announced that the Board has appointed Al Monaco as Presi dent and Chief Executive
Officer of the Corporation effective October 1, 2012. Patrick D. Danidl will retire as Chief Executive Officer and will alsoretirefrom
the Board at that time.

Certain lega mattersrelating to Canadian law in connection with the Series P Shares offered hereby will be passed upon on
behalf of the Corporation by McCarthy Tétrault LLP, and on behalf of the Underwriters by Fraser Milner Casgrain LLP.
